State Championship, Catherine Ashworth of Fuquay-Varina who finished fourth in the Vicki Disantis Girls’ Championship, 
3A state champion Tara Simmons of Goldsboro, Emiley Pagrabs of Wilmington who finished in third place in the Roy 
Jones Junior, Evelyn Dole of Raleigh who won the Dogwood State Junior Championship, Metro Junior champion Allyson 
Markiewicz of Charlotte, Emily Brooks of Chapel Hill who won the Jimmy Anderson Junior and the TYGA State 
Championship, Alaina Yeatts of Durham who won the AJGA St. James Junior and Madison Moosa who won the PKB
